The Trustees receive a contract proposal from the Erie County Humar Resources Department for their
services in our search for a new Fire Chief.

M. Bias moved, seconded by Mr. Pooch to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with Erie County
for human resources services in our search for a new Fire Chief. Vote: al' ayes. The total cost is
estimated to be around $1246,56,
